Regular Meeting Minutes

Monday, June 2, 2014
CALL TO ORDER:  

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman, Stephanie A. Egger.  
Supervisors present were Stephanie A. Egger, Timothy D. Beard III and Ron L. Weidner.  Also present were Solicitor, James Young, from the firm of JSDC Law Offices; Township Engineer, Chad Clabaugh, PE from C. S. Davidson, Inc., and Secretary, Deborah Brogan.  Roadmaster, Jay Livingston was absent.
Stephanie A. Egger led the meeting in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.
Stephanie A. Egger asked if anyone was using a recording device to record this meeting.  Melody Aspers of the Hanover Evening Sun stated that she was recording the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

Stephanie Egger asked the Supervisors if they reviewed the minutes from the 5/5/2014 Regular Supervisors Meeting.   Response was affirmative.  Ron L. Weidner made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Timothy D. Beard III

second the motion.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.    

PUBLIC COMMENT:  None

OLD BUSINESS:
1.  Stephanie A. Egger informed the residents that we continue to collect items for the Adams County SPCA.  Items may be brought to the Township building.  
2.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that the Township continues to collect glossy paper magazines and the glossy newspaper inserts may be included.   These are recycled and donated to the Ronald McDonalds House. 

3. Stephanie A. Egger stated that the Double Creek Bike Ride Event, sponsored by Wellspan, will take place on Saturday, June 14th.  Our Township Bldg. is a rest stop for this event which runs from 7:00 am to 2:00 pm.  Stephanie A. Egger will come in at 6:30 am that morning to unlock the building for their use.

4.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that the township wants to purchase a defibrillator.  The cost will be between $1,000 & $1,200.  Stephanie A. Egger wants to get approval to send out letters asking businesses and residents to donate funds towards this purchase.  Ron L. Weidner made a motion to approve this request.  Timothy D. Beard III second the motion.  Motion carried.

5.  Building Addition:   Stephanie A. Egger stated that they are still looking at plans.  Mel Lebo stated that he has received lots of good ideas from the township staff.   His goal is efficiency and productivity.  The township needs more office space and storage areas.  Ron L. Weidner and Mel Lebo have been working on the base plan.  They hope to have a plan to display by the July meeting and be ready to send out for bids.
1.  State Police: Stephanie A. Egger read the statistics and service reports for Hamilton Twp for the month of May 2014 and also gave year-to-date totals.
2.  Liberty Fire Co. No. 11: No representative was present.  No report had been received.
3.  United Hook & Ladder Co. No. 33:  Kevin Moul presented the statistics for the months of April and May 2014.  He mentioned that it is a great idea to have the defibrillator at the Township Bldg.  In May they had 3 cardio saves because of the defibrillator.  Kevin Moul mentioned that the EMS solicitations have been mailed.
4.  Hampton Fire Co. No. 10:  No representative was present and no report had been received.

5.  Comcast Cable:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that action needs to be taken to adopt Ordinance #2014-130 authorizing execution of the Cable Franchise Agreement between the Township and Comcast Cable.  The Ordinance was advertised on 5/19/2014.   After discussion, Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to adopt the Ordinance as submitted.  Ron L. Weidner second the motion. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
6.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that the Township has received a Military Certificate from   U.S. Army Lieutenant Colonel Desiree M. Morasco and the Soldiers of the 109th Mobile Public Affairs Detachment thanking the residents for the donated items sent through PSATS.  

7.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that the Zoning Hearing Board will meet on June 26th at 7:00 pm for a hearing for Nell’s Shurfine Fuel Dispensing Facility.  They will be ruling on signage.  There will also be a second hearing for the Getty Mart/Aero Realty to rule on a variance for the setbacks for the installation of compressed gas pumps (propane).  Several issues were discussed concerning this hearing.
8.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that the Fox Meadows Home Owners Association will be holding their meeting here at the Township Bldg. on June 11th at 7:00 pm.

Stephanie A. Egger asked if there was any other business to come before the Board of Supervisors?  There was no response.
PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS AND STATUS OF 

ACTIVE PLANS:   None
COMMITTEE & DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

1.  East Berlin Area Community Center (EBACC)   Stephanie A. Egger stated the 19th Annual Garden Tour will be held on June 8th from 12:30 to 5:00 pm.  It is also the celebration of East Berlin’s 250th Anniversary.  Tickets are $10 and $12 and can be purchased at EBACC and Cashman’s Hardware.  Flyers are on the table and posted on the bulletin board.

2.  Abbottstown Paradise Joint Sewer Authority – Kevin Moul stated that they had a meeting last week.  I&I issues at the plant have been handled.  They have started doing some improvement projects around the plant.  All seems to be running smoothly.

3.  Parks and Recreation Board – Ron L. Weidner stated that Tim Wilson of TPW Designs will be at the July Board meeting to present the Feasibility study for the Rails to Trails project.  Virginia Zickafoose is in Bethlehem, PA talking to their Parks Board about their Trail Project.  The meeting for June 10th has been cancelled.  The next meeting will be on July 8th. 

4.  Road Master’s Report – Ron L. Weidner, Road Superintendent, stated that all the mowing is done for now and they expect to do the mowing again before the July 4th holiday.  The new mower is running great, as is the new tractor.  Ron discussed the necessary repairs that are involved with the mowers.  They also will be working on the potholes.  Stephanie A. Egger informed Ron that the stop sign at Woods & Pine Run Rds. is down.  Ron will check on the sign tomorrow.
5.  COG Report – Jay Livingston was not present to give report.

6.  East Berlin Joint Authority Report – Ron L. Weidner stated that they will be having their meeting on Thursday, June 5th.
7.  Finance Committee Report – Brian Campbell stated that the Township is in excellent shape, financially.  Brian stated that they will not be having a meeting in June or July.  They will meet on August 25th.  They will begin working on the budget for 2015 at that meeting.
8.  East Berlin Library – Brian Campbell stated that they are still waiting for the funds.
Engineer’s Report – Chad Clabaugh; Township Engineer, from C.S. Davidson, presented his report to the Board.  He stated that he had received the revised plan from New Oxford Dollar General.  He has also sent the developer a letter concerning the turning lanes.  This will be discussed at the June Planning Commission meeting.

East Berlin Dollar General has started construction by demolishing the house that is on the front of the property.  

Solicitor’s Report – James Young, Attorney from the firm of JSDC Law Offices presented his report to the Board.  John Parichuk, Jr. has asked for additional time to remove his trailer, he can not have it moved by the 5/6/2014 deadline.  Parichuk stated that he will remove the trailer by the end of the week.  
The Cross Keys Diner/Hensco oral argument on the Township’s appeal to Commonwealth Court is scheduled for June 16th.

James Young stated that they continue to work on the municipal liens for the Township.

Zoning Officer’s Report – Stephanie A. Egger presented the report from the Zoning Officer, Dale Gettel.  There were 7 zoning permits, 6 impervious surface permits and 1 water/sewer permit and 1 park & recreation fee issued in May for a total of $7,259.65.  Several violations and complaints were handled.  
MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS:

Stephanie A. Egger presented the Board with a listing of the June 2014 bills to be approved for:  General Fund and Route 94 Sewer.   Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to approve the bills as submitted.   Ron L. Weidner second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
General Fund:  Current $11,929.58 / Prior (includes Payroll & Parks & Rec) $41,140.43

Route 94 Sewer: Current $1,019.59 / Prior $5,820.24

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

1.  Allen Egger, Forest Drive, Asked if the Residents had been informed about the Township change to Comcast service
Stephanie A. Egger stated that this was done at the last meeting.

2.  Mary Beard, Forest Drive, asked if Comcast had agreed to provide service to the entire township.
Stephanie A. Egger stated that they did not agree to this in our agreement.

3.  Melody Aspers, Hanover Evening Sun, asked who owned the Getty Station and how much was the grant they received?

Ron L. Weidner stated that it is owned by Aero Realty out of New York.  He thinks the grant was for $540,000
