Hamilton Township is located on the eastern edge of historic Adams County in south-central Pennsylvania.  Hamilton Township is a largely rural-residential and open farmland community of about 2,300 residents.  Its proximity to the nearby communities of Gettysburg, Hanover and York and its highway access into Maryland as well as other parts of Pennsylvania make Hamilton Township a convenient and comfortable choice for both families and commuters.  Compromising just under 14 square miles in area, the Township borders the winding Conewago Creek and the historic villages of East Berlin, Abbottstown and New Oxford, all highly regarded as the antiques capital of the greater mid-state region.
