Regular Meeting Minutes

Monday, March 4, 2013
CALL TO ORDER:  

Meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm by Chairman, Stephanie A. Egger.  
Supervisors present were Stephanie A. Egger, Timothy D. Beard, III, and John C. O'Brien.  Also present were Solicitor, Ronald Tomasko, Attorney, from the firm of James, Smith, Dietterick and Connelly, LLP; Township Engineer, Jason Reichard, from C. S. Davidson, Inc., Road Master, Jay Livingston; Road Superintendent, Ron Weidner; Ron Balutis, ZO/BCO; and Secretary, Deborah Brogan. 

Stephanie A. Egger led the meeting in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

Stephanie Egger asked if the Supervisors had reviewed the minutes from the 2/4/2013 

Supervisors Meeting.   Response was affirmative.  Timothy D. Beard, III made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.  John C. O'Brien second the motion.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
OLD BUSINESS:

Cross Keys Diner/Hensco:  Stephanie A. Egger presented the test result reports from LABS, Inc. showing the BOD levels for the Cross Keys Diner/Hensco.  Timothy D, Beard III stated that the results all looked consistent.  Judy Gemmill, Cross Keys Diner, sent a spreadsheet of her test results, but it was received too late for the meeting.  Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to accept the reports as submitted.  John C. O'Brien second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Stephanie A. Egger stated that a Letter of Credit for submission to the Township by Charlie Mallios for the Pine Run Development was due today.  Charlie Mallios was not present.  Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to give this matter to Attorney Ronald Tomasko to handle.  John C. O'Brien stated that Mr. Mallios has had plenty of time to conform to requirements.  John C. O'Brien second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
Stephanie A. Egger stated that the Township Public Works Dept. has completed the conversion of the traffic light at Rt. 194 & Primrose Lane.  They have installed LED Lights, which will be more cost effective for the Township.  Timothy D. Beard III stated that the new lights are brighter.
NEW BUSINESS:

1.  State Police: Stephanie A. Egger read the statics for service in Hamilton Township for the month of February 2013.

2.  Liberty Fire Co. No. 11:  No one was present and no report was received.

3.  United Hook & Ladder Co. No. 33:  Stephanie A. Egger read the reports received from United Hook & Ladder for January & February 2013. 
4.  Hampton Fire Co. No. 10:   No one was present and no report was received.

5.  SPCA Collection:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that we are still collecting items for the Adams County SPCA for the care of the animals at the shelter.  Their Wish List is on the sign-in table and posted on the bulletin board.  We also received a letter of thanks for our last donation.  Stephanie A. Egger read the letter.  

6.  Supporting Our Troops:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that we continue to collect items for the Troops.  The donated items will be taken to the PSATS Conference in April.  Timothy D. Beard III stated that we should set a deadline date for collection.  Stephanie A. Egger and the Board decided that the deadline to bring items will be April 10th.  
7.  Citizen’s Police Academy:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that the PA State Police will be hosting a Citizen’s Police Academy at the Adams County Dept. of Emergency Services Center on March 18th through May 20th from 6:00 pm to 8:00 pm.  The program will expand citizen’s knowledge and understanding of the law and explore police procedure from the perspective of the PA State Police.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that if you are interested in attending, there are flyers on the table and posted on the bulletin board.  

8.  NOMA:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that we have received a thank you letter from New Oxford Municipal Authority Board (NOMA) for our letter of support to DCED.  This letter is from Thomas R. Beamer at NOMA.

9.  Septic Pumping:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that approval is needed from the Board to proceed with the filing of the penalties for failure to comply with the On-lot Septic Ordinance.  Our Ordinance states that violators will be fined at $50 for each thirty day period of non compliance plus filing fees in the amount of $85.00 to $97.00 for the Restricted Mail and $133.00 to $143.00 for the Constable’s fees, which can total $290.00 per month.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that we have documentation ready for filing.  Ron Weidner made a comment concerning his septic and that he was grateful that he gave in and had his tank pumped.  He recommends that people take care of their systems and have them pumped.  Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to move forward with the fine process.  John C. O'Brien second the motion. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

10.  Liberty Fire Co.:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that we have received a request for a membership/donation to the Liberty Fire Co.  Request is for $65 – the Township has never made this donation.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that this may be a residential request mainly for Ambulance Service.  John C. O'Brien stated that he does not feel it is necessary for the Township to pay this.  Timothy D. Beard III stated that he wants more information and we should invite them to come to our next meeting.  John C. O'Brien made a motion to table until next meeting.  Timothy D. Beard III second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
11.  J P Harris Associates Agreement:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that J P Harris Associates has sent the Township a 3-year Agreement to approve and sign.  They collect our delinquent Township Per Capita taxes.  They have included a copy of their Certificate of Liability Insurance.  Timothy D. Beard III confirmed that we pay no fee for these services.  Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to renew the agreement.  John C. O'Brien second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

12.  Maintenance Building Bid Project:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that approval is needed to advertise a bid request for a Maintenance Building 40’ x 96’ x 16’ post frame construction.  Stephanie A. Egger asked Jay Livingston to give an explanation concerning the proposed building.  Jay Livingston gave a description and the specifications – he wants to go out for bids so they can get an idea of the expected costs.  Jay Livingston is looking at the different ways he can go about this project.  Jay Livingston stated that it is possible that they can do some of the work themselves.  Brian Campbell asked about the wording of the bid; can we accept parts of the bid and reject others.  Jay Livingston stated that the bids can be partial or complete.  After further discussion, Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to approve the advertisement of this bid.  John C. O'Brien second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
13.  Computer Audit:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that approval is needed to have Jeff Baum of Total Tech do an audit of the office computers.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that this is something that has never been done.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that upgrades to our existing programs will need to be done and this is a good way to clean the system and do a general checkup.  Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to go ahead with the computer audit.  John C. O'Brien second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
14.  Debt Collection:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that approval is needed to move forward with the collection of outstanding debts.  These are debts from unpaid sewer and general debts; there has been no effort on the part of the resident; liens will be called.   Attorney James Young will be provided with a list and all paperwork.  Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to approve moving forward with the collection process.  John C. O'Brien second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
15.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that Ron Balutis has requested approval to take the ICC Pre-Certification On-Line Training course and the Associated Certification Test for Commercial Building Inspector.  The cost of the course is $79.00 and the cost for the Certification Test is $180.00.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that funds are available in the budget to cover these courses.  John C. O'Brien made a motion to approve Ron Balutis attending these courses.  Timothy D. Beard III second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

16.  Comcast Cable Franchise:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that we have received a letter from Comcast in reference to the Commencement of Renewal Process for the Franchise agreement that will need to be renewed.   Stephanie A. Egger stated that this was done 5-years ago.  Timothy D. Beard III stated that he would like to see the service area expanded, we could use this as leverage.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that she doesn’t think this would be possible.  After further discussion, Stephanie A. Egger was asked to request that a representative from Comcast come to the next meeting.  

17.  Road Bid:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that approval is needed for the advertising of a bid request for Bituminous Seal Coat for road work in the spring.  Stephanie A. Egger read the project list and total of yards needed as requested by Jay Livingston.  After further discussion, Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to go ahead with the bid advertisement.  John C. O'Brien second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

18.  Yellow Dot Program from PennDot.  Stephanie A. Egger presented details about this new program that will help citizens in case of accidents.  A “Yellow Dot” on the rear window indicates that emergency info is in the glove box.  Information is on-line, on the bulletin board and on our township website.  
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

1.  Judy Gemmill, Cross Keys Diner, stated that someone asked her about testing at the other businesses around her area; are they monitored?  Ronald Tomasko, Attorney stated that they had past issues with McDonald’s, but that has been taken care of; also Burger King installed a pre-treatment system when it was built.  The Board confirmed, they are monitored.
2.  Ann Harman, 700 Road, asked if we could ask residents to volunteer their time and skills to help with the work in building the proposed Maintenance Bldg.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that this would be a big liability issue for the township.

ACTIVE PLANS:    None
COMMITTEE & DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

1.  East Berlin Area Community Center (EBACC) Stephanie A. Egger stated that nothing was received for this meeting.  

2.  Abbottstown Paradise Joint Sewer Authority representative – John O'Brien stated that there was nothing new to report.  The next meeting will be held this month.

3.  Parks and Recreation Board – Virginia Zickafoose stated that on 2/26 she had met with the DCNR project coordinator.  They will be going over the request for a proposal for a feasibility study and will present a request for partial payment from Hamilton Township.  Virginia Zickafoose went over several other issues and stated that she will keep the township informed.
4.  Road Master’s Report – Jay Livingston, Road Master, stated that they got the new lights up; been filling potholes, working on signs and equipment.  Getting ready for either snow or spring!  
5.  COG Report – Jay Livingston  stated that the committee has been working on the following:  Stone bids, Emergency Services, which will be discussed at the next meeting, and getting better workable amounts for workers comp.  Adams County Connect is sponsoring a Computer class at HACC on 3/15.  The next Borough Assoc Mtg will be at the Pike on 3/18.  The APWA will have a luncheon for public works members on 4/18.  The Twp. Officials Spring Conference will be on 5/15.  Representatives Tallman and Moul were at the meeting and discussed the bills they are working on at present.   
6.  East Berlin Joint Authority Report – John O'Brien stated that their meeting is to be held on Thursday night.  He reported that they had one water break this month.
7.  Finance Committee Report – Brian Campbell stated that at the last meeting they discussed the year-end figures and the allocation of funds.  He stated that the township finished off much better than they had predicted.  In March they plan to complete the fiscal year end totals.  They have a proposed new member that they are hoping the Board will approve.
8.  East Berlin Library – Brian Campbell stated that circulation is up and they are getting ready for the Capital Campaign to begin.  They are planning a kick-off dinner for 3/15.  Pamphlets will be mailed out soon.
Solicitor’s Report – Ronald Tomasko, Attorney, presented his report to the Board.  He has begun the review of the zoning ordinances and expects to have his findings ready for the next Board meeting.  
Engineer’s Report – Jason Reichard, P.E., presented his report to the Board.  Discussed was the Aiello Subdivision Plan.  They are converting a non-building lot into a single family residential lot and adjusting property boundaries.  An update on the D. J. Homes, LLC Homes Development:  the Stormwater collection and conveyance system has been installed.  The sanitary sewer system has been installed including connection to the existing main, concrete encasement for the box culvert crossing and the terminus manhole.  They will continue to monitor the work being done.  Discussion was had concerning traffic studies and state roads.
Zoning Officer’s Report – Ron Balutis, ZO/BCO, presented his report to the Board.  Total for all permits for 2/1-3/1 is $14,925.56.  Construction costs 2/1-3/1 are $588,500.00.  Ron Balutis stated that he will have an announcement shortly concerning the dumping of soil, etc.  He will have contact information in his office.  He has been working on getting sites around the township cleaned-up.
MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS:  
Stephanie A. Egger presented the Board with a listing of the February 2013 bills to be approved for:  General Fund, Route 94 Sewer, and Traffic Light.  Timothy D. Beard III made a motion to approve the bills as submitted.   John C. O'Brien second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
