Regular Meeting Minutes

Monday, May 6, 2013
CALL TO ORDER:  

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman, Stephanie A. Egger.  
Supervisors present were Stephanie A. Egger and John C. O'Brien.  Also present were Solicitor, Ronald Tomasko, Attorney, from the firm of James, Smith, Dietterick and Connelly, LLP; Township Engineer, Jason Reichard, from C. S. Davidson, Inc., Road Master, Jay Livingston; Road Superintendent, Ron Weidner; Ron Balutis, ZO/BCO; and Secretary, Deborah Brogan.   Supervisor, Timothy D. Beard III, was absent.
Stephanie A. Egger led the meeting in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.
Stephanie A. Egger asked if anyone was using a recording device to record this meeting.  

Melody Aspers, Hanover Evening Sun, and Judy Gemmill, Cross Keys Diner, stated that they were recording the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

Stephanie Egger asked John C. O'Brien if he had reviewed the minutes from the 4/1/2013 

Supervisors Meeting.   Response was affirmative.  John C. O'Brien made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.  Stephanie A. Egger second the motion.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
OLD BUSINESS:
Cross Keys Diner/Hensco:  Stephanie A. Egger presented the test result reports from LABS, Inc. showing the BOD levels for the Cross Keys Diner/Hensco. John C. O'Brien made a motion to accept the reports as submitted.  Stephanie A. Egger second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

Stephanie A. Egger stated that a Letter of Credit from Charlie Mallios for the Pine Run Development was due.   Charlie Mallios was present.  Mr. Mallios gave two letters of credit to Stephanie A. Egger.  Ronald Tomasko, Attorney, looked over the documents and stated that they were in order.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that Letter of Credit #2323 was for Phase I in the amount of $21,291.65.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that Letter of Credit #2324 was for Phase II in the amount of $36,239.50.  John C. O'Brien made a motion to approve and accept the letters as submitted.  Stephanie A. Egger second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.   

NEW BUSINESS:

1.  State Police: Stephanie A. Egger presented the statistics from the State Police report for the months of March and April 2013. 
2.  Liberty Fire Co. No. 11:  Mike Thomas from Liberty Fire Co. was present.  Mike presented his reports for the month of April 2013.
3.  United Hook & Ladder Co. No. 33:  Stephanie A. Egger read the reports received from United Hook & Ladder for March & April 2013. 

4.  Hampton Fire Co. No. 10:   Stephanie A. Egger stated that no report was received and no representative was present.

5.  SPCA Collection:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that we are still collecting items for the Adams County SPCA for the care of the animals at the shelter.  Their Wish List is on the sign-in table and posted on the bulletin board.  W Stephanie A. Egger stated that we have a large amount of items to take to the SPCA; however, we are waiting to deliver them due to an outbreak of parvo among the animals.  Once that is clear we will deliver the items, so please continue to donate items.  
6.  Opening of Bids:   Bituminous Seal Coating Road Project

Stephanie A. Egger opened the two bids received.  Ronald Tomasko, Attorney, looked over the documents and stated that they both were in order.  Bids were as follows:

John C. O'Brien stated that Hammakers is the lowest bid for both options.  Jay Livingston stated that the Fog Seal costs cannot be paid for with our Liquid Fuels money and it is not approved by PennDot.  Jay Livingston suggested that we go with Hammaker East, without the Fog Seal.  John C. O'Brien made a motion to approve and accept the bid from Hammaker East, Option #2.  Stephanie A. Egger second the motion. Motion passed by unanimous vote.
7.  York Health Foundation – Double Creek Bike Tour:  Stephanie A. Egger stated that they have requested the use of Hamilton Township building and facilities for this event.  The event will take place on Saturday, June 15, 2013 from 7:00 am to 2:00 pm.  We have allowed this event to use the township building in the past.  John C. O'Brien made a motion to approve this request.  Stephanie A. Egger second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

8.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that Adams County Agricultural Center has scheduled a Tire Collection Day on Saturday May 18, 2013 from 8:00 am to 1:00 pm.  Cost is $1.00 per tire and registration is required.  If interested, you must register by Monday, May 13th.  There are flyers on the sign-in table and on the bulletin board.  

9.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that a quote has been received from Control Systems 21 to provide a 3” Parshall Flume and Installation to replace the failing Flume currently in service at the metering manhole on Route 30.  Total cost is $3,977.00.  John C. O'Brien and Ron Weidner both stated that this is something that needs to be done and suggest that we approve the quote.  John C. O'Brien made a motion to approve and accept the quote as submitted.  Stephanie A. Egger second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

10.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that action needs to be taken to approve Resolution #2013-51 appointing Wanda Carbaugh to the Finance Committee for the 2013 year.  John C. O'Brien made a motion to approve this appointment.  Stephanie A. Egger second the motion. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

11.  Stephanie A. Egger introduced Max Komori-Hertz of Boy Scout Troop 125.  He is here to observe this Local Government meeting as he works on earning his Citizenship Merit Badge.  Stephanie A. Egger then presented Max with a Certificate of Attendance.
12.  Stephanie A. Egger stated that Comcast has sent notice of a channel change for the Fox Business Channel & Fox Business HD Channel.  Both are now part of the digital channel lineup.  A flyer is posted on the bulletin board.

13. Stephanie A. Egger stated that C. S. Davidson has developed software called the PAVE Program.  Stephanie A. Egger asked Jason Reichard of C S Davidson to tell the Board about the program.  Jason stated that it is an Asset Based Program for assessing our roadway infrastructure.  The program assists the township with road repair costs and timing of road work.  This new program was introduced at the PSATS Conference.  The program is free.  Further discussion was had, after which, John C. O'Brien made a motion to approve the use of this new program.  Stephanie A. Egger second the motion.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.

1.  Scout Max Komori-Hertz thanked the Board for having him.
2.  Judy Gemmill, Cross Keys Diner, asked about the trimming of some bushes near the Cross Keys Diner/Hensco.  She was asked to speak to the Code Enforcement Officer.  

3.  Melody Aspers asked about the Control Systems 21 quote.  Jay Livingston answered her questions.

ACTIVE PLANS:    Nothing was presented.
COMMITTEE & DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
1.  East Berlin Area Community Center (EBACC) Stephanie A. Egger stated that an update and events schedule is posted on the bulletin board.  Stephanie A. Egger mentioned that the Indoor Clearance Sale will be held on May 9, 10 & 11.  This is always a good event.  

2.  Abbottstown Paradise Joint Sewer Authority – John O'Brien stated that at their last meeting they discussed concerns about the Route 30 bridge replacement.  PennDot has said that it may take 1 ½ to 2 years to complete.  They are talking to PennDot about solutions to the traffic problems this will cause.

3.  Parks and Recreation Board – Stephanie A. Egger stated that Virginia Zickafoose had called her and stated that she had nothing to report.  Ron Weidner stated that they continue to work on the application for the work study.

4.  Road Master’s Report – Jay Livingston stated that the crew has been doing patching, working on culverts, crack sealing in the roads and servicing the vehicles and equipment.  They have also done some mowing.  Ron Weidner stated that PennDot is doing some tar and chip work on Pine Run Road.  
5.  COG Report – Jay Livingston stated that he was not able to attend the last meeting.  Jay read from the minutes received from the COG secretary.    
6.  East Berlin Joint Authority Report – John O'Brien stated that they had their meeting last week.  They got the loan from Pennvest; the final papers will be signed this week.  The work on the water lines will start in about a mointh.  The Test property well hookup will be completed.  
7.  Finance Committee Report – Brian Campbell stated that he had no report at this time.  
8.  East Berlin Library – Pat Campbell stated that they continue to work on funding.
Solicitor’s Report – Ronald Tomasko, Attorney, presented his report to the Board.  Ronald Tomasko stated that he has been working on municipal liens and the Berkheimer/Mummert issue.  He also will have the Zoning Ordinance review done by next meeting.  They have the real estate expert looking over the ordinances.  

Engineer’s Report – Jason Reichard stated that he had nothing to report.  They are still monitoring the D. J. Homes development.

Zoning Officer’s Report – Ron Balutis presented his report to the Board.  Ron Balutis asked the residents to remember to mow.  Ron Balutis also informed the Board of new development and businesses coming to the township.
